Wits’ scientists collaborated to unveil the first image
of a supermassive black hole, known as
Sagittarius A* at heart of the Milky Way using a
worldwide network of radio telescopes.

TB regime breakthrough
Under the leadership of Dr Norbert Ndjeka (DHSM 1999),
South Africa’s National Department of Health chief director
of tuberculosis, a new breakthrough TB regime has been
developed and approved by the World Health
Organization. Through research conducted by Wits and the
Clinical HIV Research Unit, the new regime will reduce
the number of drugs or pills that the patient has to take
from 23 per day to 23 per week. The treatment time has
gone from 18 months to six months.
