Planning studies or teaching activities
While planning your study or teaching activities please consider the following:

a) Is your study or teaching activity ethically and scientifically justified?

b) Can your aims be achieved without the use of animals?

c) Have you selected the most appropriate species and strain of animal and are these animals readily available?

d) At your study site are there suitable holding facilities for these animals?

e) Are there suitable and competent staff available to handle and attend to the husbandry of these animals?
f) Have these staff been informed of the planned study and the procedures needed?

g) Is the biological status (genetic, nutritional, microbiological and general health) of the animals appropriate?

h) Are the environmental conditions (including caging or pen type, noise, photoperiod, temperature, humidity, ventilation, density of housing, social structures and environmental enrichment) appropriate?

i) Is the study or activity designed to give significant results or meet educational objectives using the minimum number of animals necessary?
j) If pain or suffering occurs in the animals what will be done to minimise or avoid it?

k) What arrangements will be made to monitor the welfare of the animals?

l) Have provisions been made to record details of animal husbandry, environmental conditions, and other potential non-study variables which may affect the study?

m) Is your study novel or has it been performed previously?

n) Have you got official permits for the importation, capture, use, housing, disposal or release of the animals?
