The audition process is a compulsory requirement of the BMus degree. All applicants must complete the audition
process to be eligible for consideration into the programme.

The Music Department offers classical and jazz genres and we only consider candidates with experience in
these genres. We do not offer study in RnB, Rap or Hip Hop and therefore we do not consider candidates in
these genres.

Auditions will in the first instance take place through the submission of video files of your music
performance. These videos must be of two contrasting pieces of music in either the jazz or classical
genres.

Both pieces must be in the same genre.

The Music Department may then ask you to attend an in-person audition at the Wits main campus in
Braamfontein, Johannesburg.
